Background Serine/threonine kinase 17B (STK17B), also named as DRAK2, whose gene is located on chromosome
2 (2q32.3), was first reported by Sanjo et al. in 1998. STK17B has been identified as a promising
therapeutic target for type 1 diabetes, multiple sclerosis, and graft rejection. There are also some
reports demonstrated that STK17B was related to apoptosis in various cell types, such as islet β-cells
and acute myeloid leukemia cells. Some researches revealed that STK17B was deregulated in some
cancers and have important role in cancer progression. It has an indispensable role in NAFLD/NASH
and offer a potential therapeutic arget for this disease.
